Learning outcomes
1. Familiarity with published sources of architectural information.

2. Awareness of need to critically assess information.
3. Understanding of the MHRA style of citing references.

Brief
In preparation for your case study essay due on 6th January 2015, compile a short annotated, critical bibliography of no fewer than three references using the MHRA (Modern Humanities Research Association) style.

The references should focus on the building you intend to write about, though you have the freedom to later choose a different building for your essay.

References may be books, webpages or any other material you deem appropriate.

Present your references as they would appear in the bibliography, not as in footnotes, which differ slightly in MHRA.

Your annotations, below each reference, should be 20-50 word evaluations of the sources, detailing currency, reliability, authority, accuracy and purpose.
Also present one carefully selected image, whether an architectural drawing or a photograph, which you may use to illustrate your case study essay.  Present this, fully cited and referenced, as it would appear in the footnotes in your essay.
The deadline for the submission of this piece of work is Thursday 6th November at 12 noon, enabling you to receive feedback from this exercise before beginning the essay.
Include your name, your student ID number and the name of your chosen building (and its architect[s]) on your submission.

Feedback will be based on your understanding of the MHRA style and on the relevance and quality of the source materials used.
